PATIENT NAME: Dickman, Victoria

DATE OF SERVICE: 05/24/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for preoperative clearance before right total knee arthroplasty by Dr. Vijay Borra. The patient is doing well. The patient has a pain in the right knee. She has lost 4 pounds since last visit on March 31, 2022.

PLAN: The patient is advised to discontinue phentermine and Topamax as she is going to have surgery in about two weeks. The patient was told that there is a drug interaction between anesthetic agent and phentermine and she needs to go off phentermine now. The patient laboratory test, chest x-ray, and EKG done at Medical Center Hospital were reviewed. Urinalysis showed evidence of urinary tract infection. We will order urine culture at Quest Laboratory or Medical Center Hospital and she will call us for the report after two days. The patient is medically cleared for right total knee arthroplasty and we filled out a preoperative clearance form.
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
