Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen, records reviewed, consultation is as follows.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of cerebral palsy, history of complex partial seizures, history of spastic quadriplegia, history of intellectual disability, and history of osteoporosis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: This is a 64-year-old female in wheelchair.

Eyes/ENT: Keeps the eyes closed.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Feeding G-tube.

Extremities: Spastic quadriplegia.
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Her CBC on May 20, 2022 seems unremarkable. Her CMP also is good with creatinine level of 0.7.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Spastic quadriplegia.

2. Cerebral palsy.

3. Osteoporosis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her 5 mg of Reclast in 250 normal saline over hour or two once completed we will send her to Denton State Supported Living Center.
