VILLOGOMEZ, JOSE
This is a 76-year-old man with history of colon cancer admitted status post colostomy plus who suffers from dementia, admitted to the emergency room with decreased output, decreased appetite, change in mental status, weakness, hypotension, and hiccups.

The patient was found to have generalized weakness with a sodium of 129 *__________* 247. The patient also had a CT of the abdomen done in the emergency room which was significant for widely metastasized colon cancer which was believed to be the source of his present symptoms. Oncology was consulted, but they did not feel like the patient would benefit from chemo or radiation therapy given the advanced findings on the CT scan with liver and bony metastases and the mediastinum as well as mesenteric involvement. The patient subsequently has been placed on hospice given his colon cancer with pulmonary mets, bone mets, mesenteric mets, liver mets and severe anemia, profound protein-calorie malnutrition, total ADL dependency and incontinence. The patient will be admitted to hospice to control his pain and is expected to live less than six months, hence remains very hospice appropriate with the given findings currently.
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
