REYNOLDS, SALLY
This is an 82-year-old woman with no significant comorbidities who presented to HCA Tomball with jaundice in November 2020. MRI/CT confirmed a 2.8 x 2.4 cm pancreatic head mass causing obstruction. Pancreatic duct dilatation. An ERCP was carried out, stents were placed and this improved and subsequently resolved. She presented to the hospital two weeks later with itching. The patient was found to have increased bilirubin of 9.6. It was thought that the patient’s initial stent was malfunctioning. This was corrected. The patient was treated with radiation and chemotherapy FOLFOX followed by Whipple’s procedure. On 03/22/2022, the patient was started on GEM/Abraxane for chemotherapy. The patient was then found to be in lot of pain. Oxycodone was given. She developed bowel impaction. The patient subsequently decided against any further chemotherapy or radiation therapy. She was found to be in severe pain, poor appetite, volume depletion, dehydration, protein-calorie malnutrition, severe weight loss, and no further chemo or radiation therapy was recommended and/or accepted by the patient. The patient subsequently is placed on hospice. Recent CA19-9 was 3772 which has gone up from 1174. The patient’s albumin is 2.6 with a total protein of 4.4. The patient is quite anemic as was mentioned with protein-calorie malnutrition, expected to die within days to weeks. We will keep the patient as comfortable as possible on hospice and she definitely meets the criteria for hospice with less than six months to survive.
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
