IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID immunization is up-to-date x2.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/70. Pulse 80. Respirations 18. Afebrile. O2 sat 100%. Weight not recorded.

HEENT: TMs are clear.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal. The patient is groggy at the moment.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Change in mental status.

2. Status post fall.

3. Concussion.

4. Headache.

5. Nausea.

6. Immediate CT of the head needed along with blood work.

7. Send the patient to the emergency hospital systems in the Woods.

8. The address was sent to the patient.

9. ER was called.

10. They will call us with the results of the CT ASAP.
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ADDENDUM: I received a call from Dr. Rajan who states that the CT scan in Spring is down and for the patient to go to Texas Emergency Hospital here in Cleveland, Texas. This was discussed with the patient. A note was given to the patient to go to Texas Emergency Hospital to be evaluated and get a CT of the chest to rule out bleed and look for concussion.
