The patient presents with vomiting, diarrhea, fever, and stomach pain for the past three days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Vomiting and diarrhea x 3 days multiple times, taking fluids. Mother giving him Pepto-Bismol with dark stools.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 99.2. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Without tenderness and soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for rash or discoloration. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

UA obtained showed no evidence of dehydration or ketosis.

IMPRESSION: Probable viral gastroenteritis.

PLAN: Increase fluids. Given prescription for Zofran with recommendation if diarrhea continuous for a day or two without clearing, to collect stool specimen and return for followup for further evaluation.
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
