The patient is seen with complaints of neck pain, muscle strain x 2 days, right wrist pain *__________* with pushing pressure when injury occurred, and urinary symptoms x 2 days.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Neck pain and right wrist pain for two days after being at water park without history of definite injury *__________* hurt neck trying to get water out of her ears and *__________* too much pressure on the wrist.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies. 
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Also, states she has dysuria for the past day with frequency, history of similar symptoms post water park trip three months ago. Past history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: With slight tenderness to left posterolateral neck and left medial suprascapular area with full range of motion. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Negative. Skin: Negative. Extremities: No definite tenderness elicited to right wrist. Describes pain weightbearing, with flexion of hand and right wrist, but unable to elicit pain or identify tender area. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Mild cervical sprain, mild right wrist sprain, probable urinary tract infection with UA showing pyuria. Culture obtained.
PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for Bactrim, to follow up with urine culture and follow up in one week if symptoms not cleared.
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
