The patient reportedly hit right eye with a box at work with discoloration of the orbit without pain or visual disturbance, presented to the clinic for further evaluation.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Injury to right eye at work at school with a box, noted reddish discoloration of white of eye, here for Workmen’s Compensation evaluation. Denies pain and loss of vision and painful range of motion of eye.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Right eye with extensive subconjunctival hemorrhage surrounding eyelids without evidence of injury to the periorbital tissues with negative fluorescein stain of cornea. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Within normal limits. Heart: Within normal limits. Abdomen: Within normal limits. Back: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Subconjunctival hemorrhage to right eye.
PLAN: The patient was advised to avoid heat and dust and water. Follow up next week for further evaluation.
