CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of earache right ear three weeks ago, feeling clogged with decreased hearing. Left ear is also popping *__________* and slight cough.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Ear clogging up right more than left for 21 days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: AMOXICILLIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died, 61-year-old, sudden death two weeks ago, without any cause, waiting for autopsy report.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Wax in both right and left external auditory canals. Noted erythema of the right tympanic membrane post irrigation, clearing of cerumen, left external auditory canal with normal tympanic membrane. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Negative for rash or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
The patient had irrigation of both ears with continued decreased hearing left ear after cleaning of the left external auditory canal. Right tympanic membrane revealed post irrigation inflammation.

IMPRESSION: Impacted cerumen and right otitis media.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Ciprodex and also Z-PAK and was given a prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic ointment because of complaints of matting eyes waking in the morning for the past three weeks without inflammation or discomfort in the eyes.
