The patient returns with mother stating cough, discharge from eyes and asthma for the past week.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient returns with history of continued cough with fever up to 101 at night for the past two days. Mother states she has been breathing better using albuterol canister with home nebulizer.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma and prematurity.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: States rash of hands and genitalia cleared. States decreased appetite with 1-pound weight loss in the past two weeks. Past Medical History: Prematurity with birth at 24 weeks, weight of 1 pound, history of asthma on home nebulizer as needed and handheld nebulizer per prior doctors in New York.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without wheezing or decreased breath sounds. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Without rash or lesions. Neurological: Within normal limits.

Chest x-ray was obtained showed no infiltrates.

DIAGNOSIS: Bronchitis with history of asthma.
PLAN: The patient is to continue with the handheld nebulizer.
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
