Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Jackson comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She has a history of working as a nurse’s aide and as a housekeeper, but states she had to stop in 2021 because of a loss of vision. She carries a diagnosis of glaucoma for which she has had laser treatment and uses Alphagan, Lumigan, and timolol eye drops. She lost vision on the left side over 12 years ago. She thinks it may have been related to trauma.
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/25 on the right and no light perception on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –6.25 +0.50 x 117 on the right and –6.00 sphere on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.00 measures 20/30 on the right and no light perception on the left at 14 inches. The pupil on the right side is round and reactive. There is an afferent defect on the left side. The muscle balance shows a left-sided exotropia. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 19 on the right and 24 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows mild nuclear sclerosis to the lens on the right and dense nuclear sclerosis to the lens on the left. The corneas are clear. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.85 on the right and 0.9 on the left. There is significant posterior pole atrophy on the left side with a posterior staphyloma. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus with a Humphrey kinetic test shows approximately 10 degrees of horizontal field on the right and the absence of a visual field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Glaucoma.
2. Cataract.
3. Myopic degeneration.

Ms. Jackson has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual acuities and visual fields. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties avoiding hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is guarded. Although she can read small and moderate size print with the right eye, her field is very constricted and one would expect her to have difficulties reading with fluency.
