Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Stone comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of blurred vision. He states that he has a lifelong disability and that he has never been able to work more than one hour per day. He states that he works as a consultant with plumbing issues, but experiences significant back pain and has had back surgery that prevents him from working in the field. He states that he had damage to the left cornea as a child and was told to get a corneal transplant. However, he was told that the prognosis was poor and he has chosen not to have the surgery. He complains that he is unable to get “good glasses” and has not worn glasses in over 30 years. Therefore, all of his functioning is without glasses.
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/30 on the right and 20/70 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –3.00 +2.00 x 074 on the right and –5.00 +6.00 x 105 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/50 on the right and 20/100 on the left at 14 inches. Of note, reliability is poor. He has a blunted affect and does not show motivation for the vision examination. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 10 on the right and 11 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows a vertical scar, centrally, in the cornea on the left side only. The media are otherwise clear on both sides. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3 on both sides. There is no edema. There are no hemorrhages. The eyelids show mild brow ptosis.
Visual field test utilizing a Humphrey 30-2 threshold test with a SITA-Fast strategy shows approximately 45 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 26 degrees of horizontal field on the left. Clinically, confrontational fields show a narrowness up close that does not broaden when measured at a distance. Clinically, the visual fields are not constricted.
Assessment:
1. Corneal scar, left eye.
2. Astigmatism.
Mr. Stone shows clinical findings that are consistent with a need for proper spectacle correction. Most of his symptoms can be explained by not wearing glasses that would improve his astigmatism. The scar on the left side does appear to be visually significant and it suggests that there may be a level of amblyopia on the left side, as well. However, he does not show pathology that explains the constriction on the visual field.
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Based upon these findings, with proper spectacle correction, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He should be able to read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is good.
