Janice Schoenberg was seen for followup of previous thyroid cancer and primary hyperparathyroidism.

Previously, she has had thyroidectomy, papillary renal cell carcinoma, and parathyroidectomy for primary hyperparathyroidism.

At this time, there are no major complains. She appears to do quite well.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.88 mg daily, pravastatin 10 mg daily, and vitamin D.

On examination, blood pressure 122/64, weight 139 pounds, and BMI is 25.5. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent Lab Studies: Serum TSH was 1.06 and thyroglobulin less than 1, both satisfactory.

IMPRESSION: Postsurgical hypothyroidism and papillary cell carcinoma of the thyroid with no evidence of recurrence.

She has stage IV chronic kidney disease.

Recommendations: Continue current medications. Followup visit in one year.
