PATIENT NAME: Voorhies, Terry

DATE OF SERVICE: 05/24/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient fell down three days ago and he went to the emergency room at ORMC. We have reviewed his records. X-ray of the lumbar spine, chest x-ray, and hip were done. The patient has arthritis. The patient had compression of T12 and L1 vertebrae on chest x-ray, and x-ray of lumbar spine and they had recommended CT scan or MRI. The patient cannot do MRI because of metal from joint replacement according to the radiology department.

PLAN: The patient has severe back pain especially in the lumbar area. CT scan of the lumbar spine and thoracic spine will be ordered at Odessa Regional Medical Center. There was a question of compression fracture of T12 and L1 vertebrae. Tylenol with Codeine No. 4 one tablet q.6h p.r.n. for pain was initially sent to CVS Pharmacy on East Street, but they did not have it and therefore we changed the prescription to CVS Pharmacy on East University Boulevard. Tylenol with Codeine No. 4 one tablet q.6h p.r.n. for pain, 60 tablets were ordered. Further treatment will depend on clinical course and x-ray findings. The patient will be seen again as per previous appointment. The patient was going to Dr. Sai Gundlapalli for pain management, but he stopped going there as he had to wait longtime one time.
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
