This patient is 64-year-old female who comes for evaluation today. The patient comes here for evaluation today for osteoporosis symptoms. The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL / SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability secondary to prematurity, history of seizure disorder, and history of spastic quadriplegia. She also has osteoporosis.

She is on carbamazepine for seizures. She also takes omeprazole.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is in a wheelchair.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph nodes negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.
Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Feeding G-tube.

Extremities: Muscle wasting.

LABS: WBC 8.0, hemoglobin 15.3, hematocrit 45.4, platelet 364, and creatinine 0.46.

2. Spastic quadriplegia.

3. History of seizure disorder.

4. Intellectual disability.
