History: Mr. Vesalcius was seen today. Mr. Vesalcius is a pleasant white male in his 65 years plus who has problem with shortness of breath related to minor exertion. To note, he was having some problem with shortness of breath in the past and we found out he had empyema of the left lung and he ended up getting decortication of part of his left lung. He did well postop and did good. Then, he was also a smoker at that time and he discontinued smoking at that time. This was in February 2021. After that, in August 2021, the patient ended up getting COVID-19 pneumonia and was in the hospital for at least two to three weeks and he recovered from that. The patient works with his son building sensors and doing physical work and he has noticed that he gets short of breath on minimal exertion and which is new and hence I ran some tests on him. A chest x-ray showed some chronic changes and nothing acute. Blood work was essentially normal except BNP was slightly elevated to 149. His chest x-ray did show atherosclerosis of the aorta. The patient was started on statin – atorvastatin 10 mg a day. I discussed the results. His EKG had shown new onset of right bundle-branch block and I think it is a good idea if we get a cardiology consult on him to be sure he does not have underlying coronary artery disease. The patient understands plan of treatment. A cardiology referral will be done. We will see him in the office in a month.
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
