History: Ms. Fielder is a pleasant 65 years plus African American female who is extremely weak and cachectic and gives history of diarrhea, loose watery bowel movements for past three to four days. She states several years ago, she had colonoscopy done and that showed some colon polyps and some more needed to be removed, but the patient did not opt for that at that time, but she now feels something is definitely going on and she will need colonoscopy. She has seen Central Texas GI in the past and a referral is made to Central Texas GI for that. The patient also smokes and I have decided to order a chest x-ray. The patient forgot to pick up the chest x-ray, so a chest x-ray request is ready and in front and the patient will be called to come and pick up the chest x-ray. The patient is also advised complete lab work. She seems to have lost 4-5 pounds. She appears chronically cachectic and even 5-pound weight loss is too much for this lady. I think I will start with chest x-ray, labs and a colonoscopy. The patient understands plan of treatment. In view of her chronic cachexia and weight loss, underlying cancer of any kind is a possibility. She will also need mammograms and bone density and other workup of cancer, but we will start with GI workup first.
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
