History: Mr. Heslip was in a special kind of electrical wheelchair accompanied by his wife. To note, Mr. Heslip has amyotrophic lateral sclerosis. He is weak in both legs and left upper extremity is much weaker than the right and he has a suprapubic catheter because of inability to urinate and he states he is pretty much adjusted to this. The reason he is here is he has developed maculopapular eruptions on the inside of the groin. He tells me he has no leakage of urine. He used some Lotrimin over-the-counter with slight improvement, but definite tinea infection is present. The patient then also stated that he was interested in billing this visit as his physical because he has Blue Cross and that shall be done. The patient is advised Lotrisone cream and oral Diflucan if the Lotrisone cream is not able to take care of the rash. The patient had some labs done in January 2022, but I have ordered another set of labs as part of physical. The patient takes different multivitamins. I will see him in the office in a month.
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
