CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with cough, sinus congestion for two weeks, headache comes and goes, and low-grade fever.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with complaints of cough, sore throat, and sinus pain for the past two weeks.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, COPD, and arthritis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Complete hysterectomy, appendectomy, cholecystectomy, tonsillectomy and sinus surgery.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart.
ALLERGIES: TESSALON, Z-PAK, and ALL MYCINS.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past history of hypertension, COPD, and recurrent bronchitis.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles are intact. Funduscopic benign. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi, otherwise clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without discoloration or rash. Extremities: Without tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Normal.

The patient had strep and flu tests, both of which were negative.

IMPRESSION: Bronchitis with history of COPD with recent upper respiratory infection.
PLAN: The patient given prescription for Medrol Dosepak and doxycycline and a shot of Rocephin with dexamethasone. Follow up with pulmonary doctor as needed on a regular basis or here as needed.
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
