CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient presents to the office with history of cough and chills for the past three to four days. The patient was given Zyrtec before, but it is not working, per the mother.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough and congestion with pulling ear for the past three days, gagging with cough with emesis x 2.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None reported.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Complains of pain to right ear occurring at night with cough.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: As above, within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Tenderness noted to the right external auricle without evidence of otitis media, otherwise within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with right otitis externa.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for Ciprodex, Zithromax, and dextromethorphan for cough over-the-counter. Advised to follow up here as needed and with pediatrician for routine care.
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
