He states that he has used IV meth and with possible STDs, so he wants to be checked for that.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Skin: Without evidence of recent IV drug use with veins present intact. Extremities: Negative for cyanosis, edema or clubbing. Peripheral pulses present. Neurological: Cranial nerves II through XII grossly intact. No pathological reflexes elicited. No motor or sensory deficits noted.
PLAN: The patient had extensive lab workup including STD checks. The patient advised to follow up next week to go over his lab results and to assist with his rehab with additional referrals if willing as needed.
