Mr. Aldrich is a 78-year-old male who is here today for insertion of his continuous glucose monitor Eversense 180-day glucose system. He has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, gout, atrial fibrillation, vitamin D deficiency and kidney stones. For his diabetes, he is on Lantus 30 units each evening and Humalog 12 units with meals.

Plan:
1. We inserted the Eversense six-month 180-day continuous glucose monitor in the patient’s left upper extremity. Small incision was made approximately 5 mm in length and sensor was placed subdermally.

2. No complications noted during the procedure and he tolerated the procedure well. We used Xylocaine for local anesthesia and sutures to close the wound.

3. The transmitter serial number is T0111790. The sensor serial number is 274529.
