Mrs. McAuliffe is a 43-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She also has a history of a multinodular goiter. Her hypothyroidism was diagnosed in 1999. She also has a history of CHF, vertigo, allergic rhinitis and a multinodular goiter. For her hypothyroidism, she is on levothyroxine 125 mcg daily. She reports palpitations, thinning hair, fatigue, mood swings and an irregular menstrual cycle. The patient denies any history of smoking. She reports occasional dizziness and vertigo. The patient reports that she had a biopsy of a multinodular goiter in the past that was benign.

Plan:
1. For her multinodular goiter, the patient had a thyroid ultrasound done on 06/28/2021 indicating a dominant nodule on the left measuring 2.5 x 1.8 x 1.6 cm. My recommendation is to get an FNA biopsy of this nodule and review the results during her followup visit.

2. We will also order a current thyroid ultrasound to delineate her goiter and assess the status of the thyroid nodules since her last thyroid ultrasound was done on 06/28/2021.

3. The patient will require a yearly thyroid ultrasound.

4. For her hypothyroidism, continue levothyroxine 125 mcg daily and recheck a thyroid function panel prior to her return.
