CHIEF COMPLAINT: Ms. Cherry was seen regarding diabetes mellitus, hypertension, coronary artery disease, and dementia.

HISTORY: Ms. Cherry seems content and denies any specific complaints. Sugars are mostly controlled in the low to mid 100s. She denies polyuria or polydipsia. She does have poverty of speech. She denies any pain, dyspnea, vomiting or diarrhea and staff has no major concerns at the present time. 

PAST HISTORY: Positive for dementia, hypertension, coronary artery disease, depression, diabetes mellitus type II, and dementia.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father and mother deceased.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.2, blood pressure 117/76, pulse 47, but most pulses are in the 50s, and respiratory rate 16. Head & Neck: Pupils are equal and reactive to light. Eyelids and conjunctivae are normal. Extraocular movements are normal. Oral mucosa is normal. No sinus tenderness is noted. Neck: Supple. No palpable thyromegaly. No nodes. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. CNS: Cranials normal as best it can be tested. Sensation is grossly intact.

A foot exam was done. Sensation is intact. Motor is grossly normal. Pedal pulses palpable. No lesions or ulcers, or gangrene is noted. Skin: Intact, warm and dry without major lesions.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Cherry has hypertension currently controlled and I will continue amlodipine 5 mg daily. She is also on lisinopril 40 mg daily.

2. She has diabetes mellitus type II, which is controlled. At present time, this appears to be diet controlled.

3. She has coronary artery disease and I will continue Imdur 30 mg daily and aspirin 81 mg daily.

4. She has dementia and I will continue donepezil 10 mg daily and memantine ER 28 mg daily. Her depression appears to be stable on Zoloft 50 mg daily. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
