CHIEF COMPLAINT: Ms. Drozdrowski was seen on 05/23/22 regarding hypertension, osteoarthritis, and dementia.

HISTORY: Overall, Ms. Drozdrowski has no specific complaints. She still can verbalize. She has occasional choking and uses small sips and she does not need thickening of liquids and she seems to be tolerating most of her foods. The buttock pressure sores are resolved. She denies any specific pain when seen today. She does have history of hypertension, but denies any headache, chest pain or any cardiac complaints. She denies heartburn. She had osteoarthritis of multiple joints, but denies any pain at the present time.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, chills, headache, or chest pain. She is not nauseated and she seems to be eating.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 139/79, pulse 62, respiratory rate 16, temperature 97.3. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No S3. No S4. No murmur. No pitting edema. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Musculoskeletal: Negative for any acute joint inflammation or effusion. No cyanosis. Skin: Intact without lesions. She does have some Heberden nodes.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Drozdrowski has hypertension, which is currently stable. She is on propranolol ER 60 mg daily for essential tremor and that also seems to be helping with the blood pressure.

2. She has arthritis of multiple joints, but that is stable and she has available acetaminophen 325 mg every six hours if needed. She does not complain of pain when seen.

3. She has dementia. She continues on donepezil 5 mg daily.

4. Her pressure ulcers are resolved.

5. Overall, I will continue the same current plan.
