CHIEF COMPLAINT: Ms. Alexander was seen regarding hypertension, coronary artery disease, rheumatoid arthritis, and coronary artery disease.

HISTORY: Ms. Alexander is stable with respect to her blood pressure and denies any headache or any cardiac symptoms. She has coronary artery disease, but currently has no chest pain. She is weak and a bit debilitated and she does get short of breath or fatigue with exertion. She walks very little now and is mostly in the wheelchair. On 05/23/22 two days before seen, she was unable to walk due to pain. This is a bit better. Her left three toes hurt very badly two days before seen. Now it itches a bit and it is doing better.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea or vomiting. No abdominal pain. No other specific complaints. She is awake and alert, but just debilitated. She is on hospice care at the present time.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Pulse 64, respiratory rate 16, temperature 98.6, blood pressure 108/60. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa normal. Neck: Supple. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

A foot exam was done and the last three toes, which were hurting are less tender now. She does have sensation intact. She has bit of numbness though. There is some slight reddening and the pulses are diminished, but not absent. She has slight hammertoes.
Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Alexander has rheumatoid arthritis and osteoarthritis. I will continue Aleve 20 mg twice a day.

2. She is on Ambien if needed for sleep.
