The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  In 2016, the patient does not remember the date and month; the patient was in Camp Pendleton in California.  The patient was driving.  He was driving his private vehicle.  The patient hit over a hill, the car flipped over.  The patient tells me that it was a flip over accident.  His car was rolled over.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient does not remember what happened after that.  The patient had complete amnesia.  He woke up in the hospital.  As a matter of fact, he does not remember what happened in the hospital.  He does not remember the event happened in the hospital.  The patient tells me that he was hospitalized, but he does not even remember how long he was hospitalized and what kind of procedures were done in the hospital.  The patient tells me that he has a headache at that time.

Since the incidence, the patient has significant poor memory.  He said he is not able to remember things.  He is misplacing things a lot.  The patient also has significant headaches, on the top of the head.  The patient has these tender spots in the top of the head.  The patient also became very light sensitive.

The patient tells me that he is working as carpentry now.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting the way he works.  The patient has difficulty to do measurements.  He needs to be told to do things over and over again.  The patient has decreased ability to follow tasks.  He mistaken left and right.  It is affecting his work performance.

MoCA examination score today is 27/30.  The patient missed 3 on delay recall.

I believe the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury in 2006 in Camp Pendleton in California.  The patient was driving, the patient was involved in a rollover accident.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness.  As a matter of fact, he became amnesia.  He did not remember what happened after that.  He knows that he woke up in the hospital.  However, the patient does not remember what happened in the hospital.  The patient since then has significant poor memory.  He has headaches.  The patient has sensitivity to light.  The patient misplaces things a lot.  I believe that he has sustained traumatic brain injury because of the amnesia and head injury and loss of consciousness.
