PE:
The patient is conscious, alert, awake, oriented x3, and hemodynamically stable.

HEENT:  Head is atraumatic and normocephalic.  Pupils are equal and reactive to light.

NECK:  Supple, no JVD.

CARDIOVASCULAR:  S1-S2 irregular, no gallop.

LUNGS:  Bilateral fair air entry.  No added sounds.

ABDOMEN:  Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES:  No pedal edema.

CNS:  No gross sensory or motor deficit is noted.

LABS AND HOSPITAL RECORDS:  Reviewed.

A:
Atrial fibrillation, hypothyroidism, hypertension, status post right femur fracture needing open reduction and internal fixation.
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P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient is getting better with rehabilitation.  Her pain is better controlled.  We will continue Foley catheter.  PT is seeing her.  Plan of management was discussed with the patient and nursing staff.
