SUBJECTIVE: The patient says that Eliquis and Trijardy are too expensive and she cannot afford them. We looked online and printed a form for Eliquis and she will need to fill it out. She has a Medicare and if her prescription expense is more than 3% of her annual income, the drug company will give Eliquis. The patient lost voice yesterday and her voice is hoarse. She does not have any sore throat. If she continues to have sore throat or hoarse voice, she will call us and we will order antibiotic, but it is more likely viral acute laryngitis.

PLAN: Blood tests were done today. The patient will apply for Eliquis. Trijardy was discontinued as it is expensive. In place of Trijardy, we ordered metformin ER 500 mg, one tablet two times a day and glipizide ER 5 mg, one tablet two times a day do not take it if blood sugar is below 100 before breakfast. She will monitor her blood sugars at home and she will call us if blood sugars are not under control.
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
