SUBJECTIVE: The patient is being monitoring his blood sugars at home and they are about 150 to 189. Blood sugar was 189 today. He ran out of Jardiance one week ago. He did not call the pharmacy for prescription. Jardiance was ordered earlier, but he did not go there. He used samples, which we had given before. The patient was seen for Wellness Examination today.

PLAN: We gave him samples of Jardiance 25 mg daily and we also sent a prescription to the pharmacy. He will call us if Jardiance is expensive, we also advised him to use coupon for Jardiance. The patient smokes two packets of cigarettes per day for last 20 years. We are going to order low dose CT of the chest. The patient had a colonic polypectomy on May 4, 2021. The patient will go to Quest Laboratory for free T4, TSH, CMP, hemoglobin A1c, a PSA, and lipid panel. Glipizide ER will be increased to glipizide ER 5 mg twice a day do not take it if blood sugar below 100 before breakfast. His blood sugars were high even when he was checking Jardiance. He will be seen again in three months.
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
