PATIENT NAME: Chaparala, Shilpa

DATE OF SERVICE: 05/25/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient was going to wound care clinic before, but she decided not to go as she thought she was getting worse with dressing materials being used at wound care team. The patient’s wound on the left leg has gotten worse recently. There is redness near the fold on the left leg. The patient has seen Dr. Nagalla for bariatric surgery and Dr. Nagalla is going to refer her later on to Dallas bariatric surgery. The patient has not decided about bariatric surgery. She wants to try diet pills.

PLAN: Wound culture of the left leg, aerobic and anaerobic and fungal cultures were ordered and patient’s family will take sample at home with the help of nurse and take the sample to ORMC. The patient was started on phentermine 15 mg daily, Topamax 25 mg twice a day, and Augmentin 875 mg twice a day with meals was ordered for 10 days. The patient will continue to use Bactroban ointment. In addition, we ordered Lotrimin ointment to use locally. Diflucan 200 mg daily was ordered for 10 days for candida dermatitis involving the leg. The patient will be seen again in about one month. She will get CBC, CMP, lipid panel, free T4, and TSH at CPL Laboratory when she gets chance.
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
