TUCKER, MARCUS
Mr. Tucker is a 65-year-old gentleman who is being admitted to hospice with diagnosis of non-small cell lung cancer. The patient also suffers from hypertension, gunshot wound, IVC filter placement at UTMB some 40 years ago and history of seizure disorder. The patient underwent a PET scan in April 2022, which shows diffuse GGO, MRI brain, new CBLL 3 mm lesion, C2NIVOIPI on 03/25/2022. The patient subsequently was found to be in severe pain with respiratory distress, pulse of 120, O2 sat was 90%. The patient is on numerous medications with significant weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, anemia, total dependency, increased pain and lack of response to the treatment. The patient’s last H&H was 8 and 28. The patient’s last albumin was at 3.4 and total protein 7. Because of worsening condition, severe weight loss, increased pain, and lack of response to treatment including immunotherapy with Keytruda and severe chemo-induced anemia, the patient has now decided against any further chemotherapy and is being placed on hospice. The patient currently has a stage IV LLL lung adenocarcinoma with mets to the mediastinum, LAD, prostate and bone with increased CEA/CA and rather quick progression of his disease is consistent with nonresponsive to treatment and the patient is a candidate for hospice and most likely has less than six months to live, remains hospice appropriate. Hospice to help with pain control and teaching the family how to care for the patient at home in the last few days to weeks of his life.
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
