HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 59-year-old female patient here today seeking a refill of her Suboxone. The patient has been part of our opioid dependency program now for greater than two years. She is compliant in every visitation that I have seen her. No other issues were verbalized today. She tells me that she is doing well on the Suboxone. She does not notice any side effects. She also further tells me that she does not participate in any drug activity. She does not sell the Suboxone. She is very compliant to our program.

No other issues brought forth today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, opioid dependence, depression and anxiety.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Suboxone, phentermine off and on and then losartan.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN and SULFA.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with her husband and has grandchildren.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, well groomed and in no distress whatsoever.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur. Positive S1 and positive S2.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Remainder of this exam is unremarkable.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Opioid dependence. The patient is compliant in all aspects as part of our program. The patient will refill her Suboxone 8/2 mg sublingual film b.i.d. #30.

The patient returns again in two weeks for followup.
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
