CHIEF COMPLAINT
Trigeminal neuralgia.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 75-year-old male, with chief complaint of trigeminal neuralgia.  Majority of the history is provided by the daughter.  According to the daughter, the patient has been having right facial pain for last three years.  Described this sharp and shooting sensation from the right ear radiating sharp shooting sensation to the right cheek.  He described as a sharp shooting sensation electrical feelings.  The daughter tells me that the pain symptoms mostly in the wintertime.  In the summer time, he has no pain.  The patient has been taking conservative pain treatment and that helps the pain symptoms.  According to the daughter, the patient has been tried carbamazepine.  Denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.

Trigeminal neuralgia.

SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is married with two children.  The patient is retired.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient drinks alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY

There is no family history of similar medical condition.
IMPRESSION
1. Trigeminal neuralgia, right-sided.  The patient has been having three-year history of right facial pain, with pain shooting from the right ear with the electrical sharp shooting sensation to the right cheek.  Suspect this is a trigeminal neuralgia. The patient’s daughter tells me that when it is in the winter, he has more pain.  In the summer, he has no pain.
RECOMMENDATIONS: 

1. Explained the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. We will recommend the patient for trial of carbamazepine ER 100 mg a day.  Explained to the patient the carbamazepine may help with the nerve pain.
3. Explained to the patient common side effects from the medications such as sleepiness, drowsiness and sedation.  Explained the patient let me know immediately if he develops any side effects from the medications.
