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DOB:  
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2004, the patient was in Iraq.  The patient was in Humvee.  The patient was in the backseat.  Suddenly, there was an RPG explosion on the left side of the vehicle.  The patient tells me that he was thrown out of his seat, into the back of the vehicle.  The patient tells me that he got thrown out of the seat from the shockwave.  The patient tells me that he hit his head from the metal part inside the truck.  The patient tells me that he did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient feels confused and dazed.  The patient was disoriented.  The patient tells me that he was like that for about 5 to 10 minutes and then he went on continued fighting.
Since the injury, the patient had significant daily headaches.  He felt pressure behind the eye.  The patient tells me that he is throwing up a lot. He becomes irritable.  He has short-term memory deficits.  He has got significant sleep disturbances.  He is not able to sleep through the night.  The patient has significant light sensitivity.

The patient is currently self-employed.  The patient tells me that he does collect international debt.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting his job.  He is not able to focus.  The patient is not able to concentrate.  The patient has difficulty driving to collect debt.  The patient tells me that his memory is poor and has difficulty remember his past duties.

MoCA examination score today is 27/30.  The patient missed 3 on delay recall.

It is my opinion that he has sustained a traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in 2004, the patient was in Iraq in Humvee where there was an RPG explosion right outside of his truck.  The patient tells me that the explosion causes shockwave, throw him out of his seat, and hit his head.  The patient instantly had confusion, disorientation, and dizziness.  The patient was dazed out.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, since then, he has significant neurological symptoms including headaches, pressure behind the eyes, throwing up, irritability, short-term memory deficits, sleep disturbance, insomnia symptoms, and light sensitivity symptoms.  It is my opinion that these symptoms are due to the traumatic brain injury.
