


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Congestion.
HPI: A 93-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease followed by Traditions Hospice who is reported to have started to lean to the right side when seated in her wheelchair. The patient has generally had fairly good neck and truncal stability and propels her manual wheelchair, but gets transported for longer distance. Hospice contacted me stating that they thought they heard rhonchi on the right side of her lungs and so an x-ray was ordered. I received at the end of the day the x-ray report, which shows a right hilar enlargement with a perihilar infiltrate recommending a CAT scan. The patient did not have any cough or apparent SOB. No fevers or chills and her O2 sats on room air are WNL. I asked staff if she had appeared to have any of the above-mentioned symptoms and they stated no.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease moderately advanced, HTN, OA, osteoporosis, wheelchair dependent and new infiltrate right side per CXR today.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/08/2022.
ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Elderly female resting comfortably in room in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 145/67, pulse 75, temperature 97.4, respirations 16, oxygen saturation 93%, and weight 136.6 pounds.
RESPIRATORY: She had decreased bibasilar breath sounds due to position and effort. A few rhonchi on the right anterolateral lung fields.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
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NEURO: Orientation x 1, makes eye contact, smiles. She will speak, but infrequently and it is random and at times difficult to understand.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She repositions in bed. She has fair muscle mass and motor strength. She has trace ankle edema.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Right hilar enlargement with a perihilar infiltrate. Given the patient’s multiple antibiotic allergies, it is difficult coming up with one that she could be given and most likely it would have to be IV or IM, but that would require pharmacy consult; they are closed at this time. We will address tomorrow to see if there is anything available should it be needed. I did contact her daughter/POA Lynda Mackey and she is an agreement with following it given that she has multiple antibiotic allergies as well as the fact that a CT would require the patient’s cooperation with inspiration, expiration and been able to lie still for 10 to 12 minutes, which it is unlikely she would be able to do. So, we will follow up with the hospice tomorrow.
2. Lab review. CBC on 04/12/2022 WNL. CMP shows CO2 and Cl of 31 and 95 and serum glucose of 179. However, the collection occurred right after lunch. So, that may be a factor. TSH WNL and Depakote also within parameters at 58.6.
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
