CC: X-ray followup.

HPI: An 82-year-old seen yesterday with complaints of abdominal discomfort, primarily nausea. Today, when seen, she could not recall whether Zofran was of benefit when taken yesterday before lunch. Today, when asked if there was benefit, the patient could not tell me. When I asked if she ate, she stumbled around with her words and stated that she was not sure. I reviewed the results of her abdominal x-rays with her, she seemed surprised that everything was okay. She continues to motion in a circular pattern to her abdominal area from xiphoid process down that she feels nauseated in there.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds hypoactive, but present. Nontender. No distention or masses.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

NEURO: She is alert and oriented x2. Speech is clear. Has to reference for date and time. Her affect was more animated and congruent with what she was saying. She was a little brighter and more giggly.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Abdominal discomfort/nausea. Zofran 4 mg ODT to be given q.a.c. routine x1 week and thereafter p.r.n. We will evaluate benefit and have ordered BMP and CBC. She has had her blood drawn this morning, we will just await the results.

I reviewed the abdominal x-ray results with her, she was surprised that everything was normal. However, she seemed brighter, more talkative and in no distress.
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
