CC: Behavioral difference.

HPI: A 92-year-old with cardiac arrhythmia who has a pacemaker, it was replaced on 05/10/2022. Her paperwork cites specifically that there was a generator replacement and she was sent with Keflex t.i.d. for three days and that has been completed. Her daughter wanted her seen, concerned that she was more forgetful and just acting different. The patient does have expressive aphasia and gait instability using a walker. When seen today, I asked her if she felt lightheaded, dizzy or in any way different than normal for her, she denied. She tried to give information, she has to wait for a little bit to collect herself before she can start talking as she gets agitated that she is not able to be more fluid in her speech. She then picked up a book on her coffee table and read me the title just to show me that she could still understand what she was looking at. I told her what the concern was and that we would check a urine and some blood work; she is also due for her A1c given her DM II, and she is fine with the lab work.

DIAGNOSES: Expressive aphasia, gait instability, uses walker, DM II, history of recurrent UTIs, diabetic neuropathy, HLD and CAD.

ALLERGIES: SULFA, DEMEROL, MORPHINE, NITROFURANTOIN, OXYCODONE and CHOCOLATE.

MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 20 mg q.h.s., gabapentin 100 mg t.i.d., glipizide 5 mg b.i.d., hydralazine 25 mg t.i.d., Imdur 30 mg q.d., losartan 100 mg q.d., Lotemax OU b.i.d., metformin 500 mg b.i.d., Hiprex 1 g b.i.d., Remeron 7.5 mg h.s., Corgard 40 mg q.d., Maxitrol eye drops OU h.s., omeprazole 40 mg q.d., Paxil 20 mg q.d., PreserVision b.i.d., Refresh Tears q.i.d., Systane eye drops OU q.i.d., MVI q.d., CranCap two tablets q.d., and D3 6000 IU q.d.

DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-groomed older female seated in room, cooperative.
CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

SKIN: The left upper chest wall, there is healing where a surgical incision for generator replacement made. There is eschar. No warmth, redness or tenderness. There is a Betadine-based discoloration.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. She is verbal and relaxes herself to be able to be more fluid in her speech, but for a period of time just had difficulty getting words out. She smiles and is oriented x2.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Behavioral change. This is post pacemaker generator pack change on 05/11/2022, so she is about two weeks out from that; in any event, we will get a UA given her history of recurrent UTIs and she is also due for annual lab, so CBC and CMP ordered.
2. DM II. Quarterly A1c due and ordered. We will follow up with the patient.
3. Social. Daughter will be contacted regarding my visit with her.
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
