


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: UA followup.
HPI: An 83-year-old followed by Traditions Hospice who contacted me over the weekend regarding complaints of dysuria; at that time, I empirically started nitrofurantoin 100 mg b.i.d. as well as ordering the UA, the results today are positive for E. coli UTI. The patient states while that she has completed the three days of therapy she continues with dysuria, reassured her that we will extend the treatment time of nitrofurantoin. She was seated in her room. She has a large size wheelchair, O2 at 2 L per NC was in place and she was sleeping, but awoke readily and was able to give information.

DIAGNOSES: Diastolic CHF with valvular disease, CKD stage III, anxiety disorder, sleep apnea, and generalized weakness.

ALLERGIES: CELEBREX, CIPRO, EES, LISINOPRIL, METFORMIN, SULFA, VALDECOXIB, and EGG.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/08/2022 note.

DIET: Renal.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seated in a wheelchair, groomed and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 105/70, pulse 69, temperature 97, respirations 18, and weight 192.4 pounds.
CARDIAC: Distant heart sounds and a regular rate and rhythm without MRG. She had a systolic ejection murmur throughout the precordium with an irregular rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Obese and nontender. Bowel sounds present. No masses.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Able to give information. Orientation x2-3.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. E. coli UTI. Nitrofurantoin 100 mg b.i.d. for an additional four days and Pyridium 100 mg t.i.d. x3 days as a bladder anesthetic.
2. I did speak with hospice again following visit with the patient.
