CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 91-year-old with mild cognitive impairment who is HOH despite wearing a right-sided hearing aid, had labs that are annual reviewed. The patient gets around in a wheelchair. He makes eye contact but it is clear one he cannot hear and two that he does not understand when he did. He did not ask any questions.

DIAGNOSES:  HTN, CHF, HLD, Afib, hyperthyroid, COPD, HOH, and dementia.

ALLERGIES: CARDIZEM and AMIODARONE.

DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Plavix q.d., Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d, Proscar 60 mg q.d., guaifenesin 1200 mg b.i.d, DuoNebs b.i.d, levothyroxine 175 mcg q.d, lisinopril 2.5 mg q.d., Mag-Ox Tuesday and Thursday, Toprol 25 mg one half tablet q.d., omeprazole 20 mg q.d., KCl 20 mEq b.i.d, MVI q.d., and Flomax q.d.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated in electric scooter looking about with intermittent eye contact.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/55, pulse 60, temperature 98.1, and respirations 18.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1-2. HOH. He generally observes thing around him. He did not ask any questions or speak.

SKIN: He has purpura on the dorsum of both hands and forearms.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CKD. Creatinine is 1.29 and one year ago was 1.19 still reasonable given his age and medical issues.

2. HLD. Tchol is 192, HDL 48 and LDL 106. It is the only one slightly above target range. No change in current treatment.

3. Hypothyroid. TSH is WNL at 1.83 on current replacement.

4. Anemia. H&H are 11.7 and 34.0 with thrombocytopenia of 108. He has no evidence of bleeding. Some increased bruising, but given that he is on Plavix and Eliquis it is not unexpected. No change.
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
