HPI: A 78-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease and tardive dyskinesia seen in room. She was lying in bed alert. She was motioning with her hands and making utterances that were not clear. She has some of the lip smacking and opening and closing of her eyes as symptoms. Her son and Co-POA Kory called requesting I return a call to him, which was made and he expressed his concerns about her pain management. He states that she has had multiple orthopedic procedures and appears to have pain when they pull or rub underarms or reposition her in bed. The patient had a fall out of bed in March landing on her right hip. An x-ray of the hip was done and it showed a right hip prosthesis in place and customary positioning with no findings suggestive of loosening and no bone fractures. He questioned whether repeat x-ray needed to be done. He pointed that if there is suspicious that there was something ongoing not detected by the x-ray then more specific imaging would need to be done and given her dyskinesia that being able to still for an MRI or CAT scan is unlikely. The patient is not on any type of pain management to include Tylenol and discussed that with him and he states that both he and his sister just agreeable to anything that would help his mother to be more comfortable. The patient prefers to be in bed to include for all meals. When they go to get her out of bed she will holler or make noises and it is similar to what construes as her having pain, but that again is why staff report even before they start to move her. It also brings up the question of whether or not her personal care is done with regularity. The patient was diagnosed with Alzheimer several years ago was started on antipsychotics by son’s report for her dementia and most likely some underlying additional pathology.
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
