CC: Medication issue.
HPI: An 80-year-old with end-stage Parkinson’s disease who in addition to Sinemet is on Xadago, which is adjuvant treatment for when patient is in ”off” periods this would include decreased movement, but with resting tremor, bradycardia, bradykinesia, and constipation. Family rather states that the medication is cost prohibitive and not covered by Medicare, which I found when I also looked into that. At this point, having taken care of patient for the past year plus it does not have any clear evidence off periods or at least that last for any length so he will likely continue undeterred without this medication. We will use what he has and then discontinue the order thereon. Nurse will contact family who are in agreement with the discontinuation. We will continue with Sinemet.
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
