CC: Lab followup.
HPI: An 82-year-old with a history of iron deficiency anemia who has been on oral iron prior to hospitalization for an upper GI bleed i.e. lower esophageal and gastric bleeding ulcers. The patient required 3 units of packed RBCs and it was recommended on discharge b.i.d. FESO4. The patient took the iron for short period of time and as her CBC improved she quit taking it secondary to dyspepsia. An iron study is done and the results are reviewed with her today. Her total iron level is 34. She is aware that this is low and indicates a need for replacement therapy. She does receive IM q. month and will change that to a q. two weeks for the next three months. Overall, the patient doing well seated in her room comfortable, talked about rainy days make her wish she was home and her daughter has reminded her that she is home. I did note that her speech was not as fluid as it normally is but she did not look distressed in any way.

DIAGNOSES: ABLA, post GI bleed, iron deficiency anemia, O2 dependent, CHF, CAD, HTN, glaucoma, and depression.

ALLERGIES: PCN.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/27/2022 note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably in her pajamas.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/68, pulse 60, temperature 98.0, respirations 18, and O2 saturation 96%.
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NEURO: She makes eye contact. Her speech is a little bit garbled and she had a little bit word forming difficulty but the content was coherent.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She repositions in bed. Moves her arms without difficulty. No lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Serum iron deficiency at 34. FESO4 325 mg one tablet p.o. q.d. a.c. and down the road we will attempt to increase it to b.i.d. a.c.
