CC: ER followup.

HPI: A 97-year-old who fell on 05/15/22. She had tried to get out of bed on her own. It was found at bedside, hit the right side of her head, sent to INTEGRIS Southwest and after evaluation returned with no new orders. Staff reports that she is at her baseline cognitively. She was in the dining room sitting. She is a feed assist, at times will intermittently try to feed herself and occasionally can do so, but today she was just sitting quietly after having been fed. She makes eye contact. She smiles. She will repeat mama though she did not appear upset when doing so. 
DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia, CKD-IV, gait and postural instability – in wheelchair, and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 10 mg q.d., clonidine .1 mg q.d., docusate q.o.d., Lexapro 10 mg q.d., FeSO4 liquid 220 mg q.d., Lasix 40 mg MWF, Norco 5/325 mg t.i.d., levothyroxine 75 mcg q.d., and omeprazole 20 mg h.s.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated quietly in a wheelchair, looking about. 
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 131/64, pulse 84, temperature 98.1, respirations 16, O2 sat 96%, and weight 109.8 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has decreased truncal stability in her wheelchair, tends to lean forward or to the side. No lower extremity edema.
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NEURO: Oriented x 1. She was quietly and slowly saying mama, mama and she does not stop when she has physical contact with a staff member holding her hand.

SKIN: She has some residual bruising on the right side of her forehead, otherwise skin is intact.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Fall followup evaluation with no acute changes, sent back from ER without new orders.
