HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 14-year-old male presents to the clinic to get sutures removed in his left wrist that were placed 10 days ago.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Denies.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Denies.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Denies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies exposure to secondhand smoke.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, appropriate for age, well nourished, and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 119/68. Heart rate 62. Respiratory rate 18. Temperature 98.3. O2 saturation 100%. He weighs 165 pounds.

HEENT: Mucous membranes are moist. Pupils are PERL.
NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion.
LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x 4.

EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion. No edema.
NEUROLOGIC: A&O x 4. Gait is steady.

SKIN: Warm and dry. He has that very small area of laceration of less than 2 cm on his left wrist that has healed nicely; three sutures are in place.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Suture removal. The three sutures were removed successfully and I did just apply three Steri-Strips over that area since it is very mobile and I do not want that laceration to just open. He is going to apply Neosporin and keep that area nice, clean and dry. If he notices any erythema or infection signs of that area, he will return to the clinic for further evaluation and possible further testing. He does agree to this plan of care and they were given an opportunity to ask question, they have none at this time.
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
