HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of cirrhosis of the liver, shortness of breath and sinus tachycardia. The patient is here for followup. The patient underwent echocardiogram that showed a normal left ventricular function without any structural heart disease. A Holter monitor study showed episodes of sinus tachycardia. There is no supraventricular tachycardia. The patient‘s sinus tachycardia is secondary to cirrhosis of the liver. The patient also has intraventricular conduction today in the echocardiogram with atypical left bundle branch block. The patient is currently taking beta-blocker.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 139/85 mmHg, pulse 112, respiration 16 and weight 230 pounds.
HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Tachycardic. No murmurs or gallop.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.
CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Sinus tachycardia.
2. Cirrhosis of the liver.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient’s sinus tachycardia is secondary to cirrhosis of the liver. The patient is currently taking beta-blocker, which I will increase to keep the heart rates below 100. At this time, the patient does not need any further cardiac evaluation. I will refer the patient back to Sierra Vista Clinic.
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
