CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of poor appetite, anxiety disorder, and generalized weakness.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that lately his appetite has been poor. He is hardly eating any food and subsequently he is getting weak. The patient’s blood sugars have been on the lower side.
The patient also had poor appetite and leading to generalized weakness.

The patient is feeling anxious for the last seven weeks. There was no dizziness or chest pain or shortness of breath.

The patient went to the hospital and had extensive workup done.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 5 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he has been on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-cholesterol diet.
The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and fasting blood glucose ranges from 80 to 120 mg/dL. The patient does not pass out.
All medications are reviewed and reconciled.
