PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Normal.
MEDICATIONS: Normal.

ALLERGIES: Normal.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Normal.

FAMILY HISTORY: Normal.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Pulse 120.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding. No rigidity. She has normal bowel sounds.
EXTREMITIES: She bears weight well with no antalgic gait. Full range of motion of all joints upper and lower extremities.
