PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding. No peritoneal signs.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Anxiety.
2. Medication refill.

3. Condyloma acuminatum.

The patient was educated about his condition. He was advised to follow up in a month.

He was given a prescription of:
1. Clonazepam 1 mg daily for 90 days #90.

2. Condylox 0.5% solution applied b.i.d. for three days. The patient reports that he has a lesion on his penis; when I examined it, there is a subcentimeter cauliflower nodule on this glans penis. He was given prescription for Condylox 0.5%, he will apply twice a day for three days 5 mL.

3. Clonazepam 1 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days, #90.
He was given the opportunities to ask questions, he states he has none.
