GORDON, ALBERT
This is a 79-year-old gentleman admitted to the hospice with history of AML.
He also suffers from hypertension and atrial fibrillation. He received one dose of chemotherapy which showed the patient may have been responded favorably, but he had severe weakness, neutropenia, hospitalization for neutropenia and was placed on broad-spectrum antibiotics. The patient further later on told the oncologist that he was tired, did not want to have anymore chemotherapy and wanted to be placed on hospice.
The patient lives at home with daughter and son. He has lost weight. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. He is constipated. He has very little appetite. He complains of being tired and in pain.

His recent CT showed diverticulosis. Chest x-ray was negative except for calcification.
The patient was seen by Infectious Disease because of neutropenia and continued the patient on antibiotics till the time of discharge. The patient also suffers from gastritis, vitamin D deficiency, hypertension, nausea, vomiting, profound weakness, weight loss, calorie malnutrition, and has requested no further chemotherapy and hospice placement because of his AML. The patient is hospice appropriate, expected to live less than six months given his prognosis and his diagnosis at this time. The patient will be kept comfortable and free of pain with the help of hospice nurse and teaching both family and the patient regarding hospice care and pain control.
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
